contractor on the west side of

Q1. What initiatives are underway by Tremco to
control freight costs?

Our customers should be seeing these cost benefits
already. Tremco is using the system to make the best cost
decisions for our customers. We currently have implemented
the TMS system at some of our largest distribution/
manufacturing facilities. We have several more locations to
go before the entire Tremco organization will be fully
functional on the system. We have been working hard to
accomplish this goal, and we hope to complete the
implementation by the end of November.

Q4. How can Tremco customers help?

A4. By providing us with as much lead time as possible
when placing orders, customers can really help us to control
these costs. The additional time will allow us to look for
potential consolidations or to select a less expensive carrier
who may require additional transit days in order to deliver
the order.
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
